added 12 onto 66 instead of adding 6.

4. False, because Sid’s working out is correct. 

5. A = 4; B = 1; C = 3 and D = 2

6. CJ is correct, because 11 x 9 and 9 x 11 both have the same answer, which is 99. 

Greater Depth

7. False, because 12 x 11 = 132 not 134. Sandy has incorrectly multiplied 2 by 12 instead 

of 11.

8. A = 4; B = ÷; C = 3; D = 9; E = 3; F = 4; G = x; H = ÷

9. Jorgen is correct, because he has accurately partitioned 12 into 1 ten and 2 ones. 

Cathy and Stuart’s statements are both inaccurate.
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
