Year 5 Adding Same Decimal Places- Guidance for

Parents/Carers

Activity:

The aim of this activity is for children to practise adding decimal numbers that have the
same number of decimal places. There are three questions to complete. The first two
questions allow children to practise the skill, while the third question extends them as they
have to problem solve and explain their answer.

Vocabulary:

A decimal place is the number of digits after the decimal point. For example 2.34 has 2
digits after the decimal point, so there are 2 decimal places.

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Adding Same Decimal Places

1. A. 6.78; B. 8.91
2.3.76 + 6.01 =9.77; 5.96 + 3.81 = 9.77; 6.08 + 3.69 = 9.77
3. Sir Kevin is already carrying 7.82kg of weight. He can take the green gem (0.58kg) and

the red gem (0.49kg) because 7.82kg + 0.58kg + 0.49kg = 8.89kg.
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
