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Year 6 Multiply Decimals by Integers – Guidance for Parents

Activity:

The aim of this activity is for children to practise multiplying decimals by integers. There are 

three questions to complete. The first two questions allow children to practise the skill, 

while the third question extends them as they have to problem solve and explain their 

answer. 

Vocabulary:

A calculation is a way to determine an amount. It may involve addition, subtraction, 

multiplication or division.

Bar models show how numbers can be split into different parts, by splitting them into bars 

or boxes. Bar models can be used to solve a wide variety of calculations, showing the 

relationship between the whole model and the parts.
